The first informal tourney of "Vratnica-64" in the
orthodox #2 section attracted 28 problems, most of
them of a quite low quality. Such an overall level of
the tourney made my judging task relatively easy.

I did not consider for the award problems with a
poor content, bad construction, lack of harmony or
thematic unity. I also did not give a credit to the virtual
phases achieved by capturing a strong black piece by
the first white move. Nr. 43 (E. Petite) was not
honoured because it is much too similar and inferior to
the better constructed #2 by D. Banny, Skhahmaty,
1980 (FIDE Album 1980-1982, nr. 140). Due to the
